· DO NOT MAIL CHECKS OR PAYMENT. Bring payment to show office when checking in at the show.

· Please use 1 entry form for each riders for each horse If additional room is needed, please write it on a separate sheet and staple it to the entry form.

· Stalls are available from 6:00 pm Friday evening to end of show Saturday evening. No working out of trailers. Horse must have day stall. Ask about day stall fee if only coming in Saturday morning.  

· You must clean up your working area

· Formal attire and tack is not required. Please feel free to exhibit in casual tack and attire. English Attire with English tack and Western Attire with Western tack. Long Sleeve shirt and boots required.

· All riders 13 years of age and under are required to wear protective helmets whenever riding and/or showing on the horse show grounds.

· Persons failing to pay their bill at the end of show will be charged a $30.00 service fee.

· A $30 service fee plus any added bank charges will be added to all NSF checks.

· NO DOGS IN SHOW ARENA, BARN OR STALL AREAS. STRICTLY ENFORCED

· Class Information

· Management has the right to cancel or combine any class with less than three entries.

· TWH classes must abide by the flat shod rules in TWH Pleasure classes .

· Although precautions will be taken to protect property and exhibitors, Tennessee Walking Horse Exhibitors’ Association of Oregon and Show Committee, and Oregon Equestrian Center will not be responsible for any articles that are lost, destroyed or stolen, the show and/or management will not be liable for any injury sustained in any way to exhibitors, employees or spectators. 

· The warm up arena is a restricted area and as such, is not open to visitors. You must be a trainer, rider or groom to be in the area.

· TWH Pleasure – Open to any flat shod horse (All Day Pleasure, Trail and Country Pleasure horses must abide by flatshod rules)
